Visiting the Egyptian Museum is a great
introduction to learning about the ancient Egyptian civilization, including their famous art of mummification. Finally, you
will be transferred back to your hotel, overnight in

Day 3: Fly Cairo to Aswan - Nile Cruise Tour

On arrival at Edfu, your Tour Guide will escort you to Edfu Temple by a Kalesh ride ( horse and carriage) for an exploration
of the huge Ptolemaic Temple of Horus at Edfu, which is the most complete and best-preserved of the Egyptian Temples,
consisting of many columns, halls, chambers and chapels. Two statues of Horus flank the twin-towered entrance gate; and
inside, one of the interesting inscriptions lists the titles of books (scrolls) held in the library Dinner on board and overnight
on your Nile Cruise Ship in Edfu.

Day 5: Luxor Nile Cruise Tours
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Enjoy your breakfast onboard your Nile cruise ship while sailing to with lunch on board the vessel, then you will be
guided for a wonderful exploration of of the Nile in Luxor to the world's largest ancient
religious site.
